 The Minister has invited me to a Haggadah; and I have to ask what in the world is a 
òHaggadah?ó By definition òthe Haggadah is a special book which narrates the Exodus from 
Egypt, the symbolism of the objects on the Seder tables, psalms, prayer, and Passover songs. 
Passover (Pesach) is a time when Jews worldwide conduct a Passover Seder with family        

members.  

The Passover Seder with its festive meal, is performed in accordance with the Mitzvot     
commandments of Pesach which includes: telling the Exodus story; eating extra matzah 
called afikoman and bitter herbs; reciting Hallel, songs of praise; the drinking of juice; and 

demonstrating acts of freedom.ó 

It may seem strange that as Christians we would take time during our Holy Week to celebrate 
a Jewish tradition of retelling the Passover, but this event reminds us of the sacrificial act of 

Jesus during the Jewish Passover and the Christian Easter celebrations.  

The Haggadah, like Easter, reminds us of the importance of traditions in the everyday life of 
our families and our faith. Stephen Covey writes in his book, The 7 Habits of Highly Effective 
Families: òWhen parents and children cultivate traditions that are meaningful to them, every 
time they go back to that tradition it renews the emotional energy and bonding of the past.ó 
Our culture is marked by two crucial Christian celebrations; Easter and Christmas. People in 
our secular society mark their lives and calendars by these two Christian traditions that can 

never be erased even by protest or civil suits.  

During the Haggadah children will ask four questions, the first is òon this night why do we eat 
this Passover meal?ó Throughout the Old Testament God tells His people to leave markers or 
signs along their journey so their children will ask, òwhat does this marker mean?ó  The 
marker is the beginning of traditions that teach our children and future generations about 

our God and our faith.  

Each Sunday we celebrate the path of generations who worshipped God before us. During the 
month of March I invite you and your families to celebrate a two thousand year old tradition 
of lifting palm branches on Palm Sunday, to join us in the Haggadah celebration and Seder 
Feast, to worship in the  reflection and repentance during the Good Friday Service   of  Dark-
ness and to celebrate Christ and salvation during our Easter Worship Celebration and our An-

nual Sunday School Time Easter Egg Hunt.  

Our traditions are not about a forgotten past. Our traditions give us and our children hope, 

faith, courage and the strength to stand in world that has lost its story.

Cover and simmer for at least an hour, stirring      

occasionally. Remove bay leaf. In a small bowl, mix flour and oil (or water) until smooth; stir in beans and 

add to chili. Cover and simmer for about 30 minutes, until flavors are blended. Other veggies, such as 

corn may be added as you ,like.
